Pedestrians walk in front of and behind moving vehicles, totally oblivious of the potential danger.

The problem is exaggerated with sweepers because the relatively low speed can be deceptive. The
sound of the sweeping equipment can make it difficult to determine the vehicle’s distance or how
fast it is approaching.

It's even more difficult during pathway or precinct cleansing because pedestrians believe that there
is no danger so long as they are not walking on the road.

Even when fitted with warning horns or bleepers the danger is often ignored. It is difficult to identify the
source and direction of these types of sounder. Pedestrians often also respond aggressively to the
sound of a vehicle hom.

BigMouth® Talking Safety Sounders overcome the problem.
The commanding real human voice message tells the pedestrian “stand clear..sweeper approaching”.

The voice is directional and can be clearly heard where it really matters - in front of (or behind) the
approaching vehicle. This means that there is no confusion and the pedestrian responds immediately.

It also means that the warning is effective without being intrusive and avoids complaints of noise
pollution.

Simple Operation - bespoke warning messages

For forward movement warning, the message sounds once on a simple push button. For reversing the
message sounds automatically.

Reversing alarms also have either an automatic or selectable night-silent facility.
The precise wording of the warning message may be specified to suit individual vehicle types, or customer applications.
